Positioning of the horizontal bar

In many cases the position of the Cross Poles
is down to personal preference. However, if
you have the lattice option you will need to
leave the correct distance between bars.

On the bottom section the Cross Poles need
to be at least 3 inches above the base of the
tube.

Cross Poles

Before positioning the Cross Poles on the
uprights, half screw in the grub screws to
the ring clamps on the spacer bars, to
reduce the risk of losing the screws.
Once correctly positioned tighten the
grub screw to secure the spacer bar to
the uprights.

Lattice Panel Option

For illustrative purposes we have only
shown one side fixed with the lattice
panels. Attach panels to both sides as you
proceed.

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Assembly Instructions for Classic Gothic Pergola Extension Matt Black

Please read these instructions carefully.

Assembly requires: a Rubber Mallet, an Allen Key (provided), a Ladder, Spirit Level and a Tape Measure.

Step 1:
o Before assembly check the connectors and Pergola Cross Poles to ensure the grub screws are inserted into the
holes on the ring clamps.
o Loosen these grub screws % way out of the hole, to ensure when the ring clamps are moved into position

the grub screw does not scratch the outer coating of the metal.

e Slide a moisture seal over the shorter reduced ends of the Gothic Curves with top joint, connect the Gothic

Curves into the top joints then cover the joint with the moisture seal.

e Change the 2 Way connector on the end of the base structure and replace it with the 3 Way connector, ensure I-

that the 2 Wat connector is on the end of the structure. Slide the top spacer bar onto 2 way and 3 way

connectors. The Top Spacer Bar should be approximately 3 inches from the top of the curve. Once in place FigurJ 1: Positioning thhe Pergola Cross

Poles

tighten the grub screws. While doing this, you may need to remove the finial and the top spacer bar of the base completely, to avoid damage on tube coating.
o Slide the Pergola Cross poles onto the Gothic Curves on the outside of the curves. Slide a long Pergola
Cross poles onto the Gothic Curves, ensure that the cross poles are on the outside of the pergola, these poles should be positioned towards the join
of the curves. Once you are satisfied with the Cross Poles position tighten the grub screw.
o The second Pergola Cross Pole needs to be placed 40” below the top Cross Pole, to allow for the lattice infill as illustrated in Figure 1. This may
require the second cross pole to be positioned on the join between the curve and the upright.
e Insert the Finials into the Top of the Gothic Curve, using th rattle ring
e Attach the lattice using the cable ties, once the ties are secured trim the excess.
Step 2:
e Remove the Endplugs from the Pergola Base Cross Poles, on the side you intend to attach this extension to. Insert the reduced end of the Pergola Extension
Cross Pole into the Pergola Cross Pole on the Pergola Base*.
e Then attach the endplugsto the ends of the Pergola Extension Cross poles, which are attached to the Gothic Curves.
e Once the top of the Pergola has been completed move the structure to where it is to be installed and, firmly push the structure into the ground to make an

impression, indentation or mark to indicate where the uprights should be placed. Then remove the top structure and check that the marks can clearly be
seen.

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* If you have more than one extension repeat these steps for all of your Pergola Extensions

Step 3:

e Using the hole-maker make holes 13" into the ground, where you have marked or indented the ground, ensure that the holes are vertical to the
ground and the same depth.

e Insert the end plugs into the non-reduced ends of the 2 uprights, then insert these uprights into holes in the ground, with the end plugs going into the
holes.

e Once the uprights have been inserted, slide on 1 set of Pergola Extension Cross Poles to each set of uprights and insert the reduced end of the Pergola
Extension Cross Pole into the Pergola Base Cross Poles.

¢ Slide a moisture seal over the reduced end of the uprights and insert the other 2 Uprights, then cover the join between the 2 poles with a moisture seals.

e Once you are satisfied with the Cross Poles Position tighten the grub screws. Repeat this action with the remaining 2 Cross Poles on the remaining uprights.
o If you are have chosen the lattice option you will need to position the Cross Poles, on the uprights, approximately 40” away from one another, as
illustrated in Figure 2, to accommodate the lattice infill.

o If you are not using lattice the positioning of the Pergola Cross Poles can be adjusted to suit, however there needs to be two Cross Poles on each set

of uprights and two Cross Poles on the curve to ensure that the structure is stable.
o The positioning of the Cross Poles described above is the best arrangement in our opinion, but it can be adjusted to best suit your requirements.

e Attach the lattice using the cable ties, once the ties are secured trim the excess. L |3
